EMOA Committee Meeting held at Clifton Village Hall, Nottingham on 2nd June 2008 at 7.30pm.

1. Apologies for absence:

2. Approval of the Minutes of the last Meeting held on 31st March 2008:

The minutes of the previous meeting were formally agreed,

3. Approval of website version of the Minutes of 31st March 2008:

The Minutes were approved for publication on the website.

4. Matters arising from the Minutes:

a. DVO/NOC Satellite Clubs Project:

Derek Gale had initially gone to BOF and they had suggested that EMOA should not sign the document as it stood. However, further consultation with Sport England resulted in a letter being written by them which addresses our concerns and which could be appended to the document. With this letter appended to the document the agreement was signed in time (just).

There are a few issues still to be resolved but basically funding of this work can now move forward.

5. Correspondence received since the last meeting:

a. English Orienteering Council:

The minutes of the EOC meeting had been received for information.

b. Development Committee
According to a document sent from BOF Derek Gale was nominated to find a rep for the Development Committee (at present it appears he is the nominated person to attend). John Woodall volunteered to be the rep (if Derek does not want to do it).
ACTION: Mike Gardner to inform Derek Gale of this. Derek to inform BOF of our representative on Development Committee.

6. Treasurer’s Report
Dave Bennett was unable to attend but promised to circulate a report on the finances in the next few days.

ACTION: Dave Bennett to circulate Treasurers Report.
7. Fixtures Review:

a. Distribution List

Not sure everyone was getting Ian’s email. Ask him to make sure he has John Woodall on distribution list.
ACTION: Mike Gardner to contact Ian to make sure John Woodall on his distribution list.
b. East Midlands Champs 2009

Ian had suggested we needed a nomination for the EM Champs in 2009. It had been LOG and LEI for last 2 years so seemed it should be NOC or DVO. NOC’s event at Clumber seems most reasonable, so NOC will take back to club and discuss if this is OK

ACTION: Pauline Olivant to check if NOC happy to have Clumber as EM Champs in 2009.

c) Changes to Fixtures List

Ian asked us to note that Nov 9th Bagworth event was now C4, not C3. LEI also now have Wakerley as a LC3 in Nov 2009. Grange Wood also added on Dec 20th.as a LC3 (probably both for EM league)
d) Future Major Events in EMOA

i) 2008 British Schools Score Championships – NOC – Sherwood Pines (11.10.08) – this is on schedule and an organizer and planner are in place.

ii) Compass Sport Cup First Round – It was noted that in the Fixtures List there is a fixture on March 29th in 2009 entitled EMOA CompassSport Cup. At this stage no-one seems to be allocated to it. We need to check with Ian to see if there was a nominee and that we are expected to host this next year. Pauline agreed to talk to NOC and see if they could move their event the following week at Sherwood Pines forward a week so that it became the CompassSport Cup match.

ACTION: Mike Gardner to check with Ian about the date

ACTION Pauline Olivant to see if NOC willing to move Sherwood Pines forward a week.

iii) 2009 British Sprint Champs – NOC – Nottingham University Campus (09.05.09) – Going forward, but the main question was around finances. The question was whether EM expected to make any profit from this event (and same applies to Middle Distance Event). They are done on 2/3 to BOF, 1/3 to organizing club, and no levy is therefore forthcoming to EMOA. Given size of events it was decided it was not worth the extra paperwork and complexity to impose extra costs. It was therefore proposed we just keep the standard SI rate for EMOA for these events and EM does not expect to see any additional funding.
iv) 2009 British Middle Distance Champs – LEI – Cademan and Thringstone Woods (10.05.09) – All permissions are now resolved. The map is underway.

v) 2009 CompassSport Cup and Trophy Final – LEI – Ratby? (18.10.09) – All OK at this stage.
vi) 2009 Veteran Home Internationals – DVO – Longshaw and Eyam (14/15.11.09) – All OK.
vii) 2010 Midland Champs – LEI – Belvoir (21.03.10) – Again OK (using large area of map not used for 30 years previously for orienteering)

viii) 2011 CompassSport Cup & Trophy Final – DVO – Now allocated as 16th October 2011.

ix) 2011 British Schools Champs – EMOA to host – date and venue TBC – It was suggested that NOC have done this a few times recently and DVO have CompassSport Cup Final so may need LEI to take this on. 

ACTION: Club Reps to take to clubs to see who is willing to organise.

x) 2013 Yvette Baker trophy Final – EMOA to host – date and venue TBC – no comments at this stage.

8. East Midlands League:
a. 2008:
The 2008 League is progressing well with 7 events already held and 9 events remaining (note: Bagworth will need to be added and Walesby is going to be a score so taken out).

b. 2009:

While those in attendance could identify some of the events expected to be used in 2009, they could not identify them all. It was agreed that all clubs should review their list and make sure they have a proposed list of fixtures for the meeting at the beginning of October (so they can be in EMEWS in time for start of 2009).

ACTION: Club Reps to nominate events for October meeting
9. Reports of Formal Delegates and Correspondent Members:

a. BOF Council
This can now be removed from the agenda as it no longer exists (but may need to replace with Board of Directors). It was felt that we should nominate someone to regularly review any minutes of the new Board of Directors and see if there was anything that impacts us. It was suggested that Ernie and Derek should do this in their roles.
ACTION: Derek Gale / Ernie Williams to regularly review Board of Directors minutes
b. Coaching Committee:

Nothing to discuss.

c. Rules Group:

No meeting as next meeting is in a few weeks time. Ernie can’t attend due to operation so still looking for volunteer.

There was some discussion (by emails at national level) about the event structure review not having anyone from coaching on it and therefore some decisions being made which impacted some of the coaching awards.

d. Map Group:

There were some discussions about the relationship between BO and the Ordnance Survey. It was suggested that if clubs had any concerns that they should contact our Map Group Rep (David Olivant) so he can co-ordinate and provide feedback.

ACTION: Club Reps to contact David Olivant for anything to do with OS and orienteering discussions.

e. International Group:

f. Elite Competitions Group:

Taking place next week. .

g. Senior Competitions Group:

SCG not yet formed.

h. Junior Competitions Group:

No report.

10. Other Representative's reports:

a. National Forest:

Roy Denney had sent out a couple of documents for review and would like feedback by early August (prefer email so he can cut and paste) All interested clubs need to provide feedback. The committee again thanked Roy for all the detailed work he had done with the National Forest.

ACTION: All to confirm what is required for AGM (venue, etc for next meeting).

12. Sport Ident Electronic Punching:

No actual item, but at last meeting Derek Gale was actioned to produce a summary of the latest information on SI e-punching and email to known e-punching coordinators in the EM clubs and to members of the EM Committee. This was not complete.

ACTION: Derek Gale to send out this document.

13. EMOA Website:

Everyone noted that John was away for 2 weeks.

It was noted that the minutes of last couple of years committee meetings were not on the EMOA website. Probably these were never sent on to John. Mike Gardner agreed to see what he could find and send them on to John.

ACTION: Mike Gardner to send approved website minutes to John.
